1. Terminal 2 Pedestrian Bridge Demolition 

 The demolition of the Pedestrian Bridge connecting Terminal 2 and Parking Structure 2A will occur this 
week tonight, Monday, February 8 into Tuesday and tomorrow, overnight Tuesday, February 9 into 
Wednesday 

 All Arrivals and Departures Level roadway lanes and sidewalks at Terminal 2 will be closed from 12AM to 
4AM both nights 

 Signage and detours will be in place for employee parking access, vehicular and pedestrian routes, and 
shuttle operations on both levels 
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EV charging unavailable in PS-1 through March 2021 

 
2. Parking Structure 1 Electric Vehicle (EV) Charger Project 

 Work to upgrade existing EV charging equipment in 
Parking Structure 1 will temporarily close all EV Parking 
Stalls on Level 1 of the structure through March 2021; 
signage is in place 

 Upon completion of the project, all existing EV Parking 
Stalls will be restored and 50 additional EV Parking 
Stalls will be installed on Level 3 

 During this project, guests and employees may utilize 
alternative EV Parking Stalls available in Parking 
Structures 6 and 7
